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In Armenian, this Feast-day is called “Dearrn-unt-arrach”, which may be translated,
“being before the Lord.” It is the Feast day of the presentation of our Savior baby
Jesus to the temple on the 40™ day, and is celebrated on February 14. This year, the
feast of “Dearrn-unt-arrach” will be celebrated on Sunday, February 12, during the
Divine Liturgy. All the children in our community are invited to come forward at the
end of this service, to bow down to the Holy Altar, guided by the Pastor, and receive
the blessing.
